If the dient, family members or other representatives desire to retain counsd, they may do so but the
gppointed CJA counsd shdl nat be digible for retention on the case to which they were origindly gppointed.
If requested for a recommendation of other counsd, the gopointed CJA dtorney shdl not meke a
recommendation of agpedific atorney.

Only gppointed CJA counsd may gppear on the caseto which they aregppointed. Other counsd may
aopear only upon prior goprova by the assgned judgeto the case.
