§ 3599(a)(2) in capital habeas corpus cases shall be One-Hundred Fifty Seven Dollars ($157)

per hour for lead counsel and One-Hundred Thirty Two Dollars ($132) per hour for second

chair.1  These hourly compensation rates apply to work performed on or after May 20, 2008.

Where the appointment of counsel occurred before this effective date, the new compensation

rates apply to that portion of services provided on or after May 20, 2008.
