Total costs of services, not including allowable expenses, which have been properly documented, may not exceed ❖[$2,500.00] without further order of this Court.  ❖[The Court finds appointment above the presumptive hourly rate is warranted for the reasons set forth in ❖[Title of Motion].]
	IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that no additional services will be authorized without further order of this Court.  Any motion seeking additional services must be accompanied by a detailed justification of additional services required and an itemized statement of services provided to date.  Authorization for services does not constitute payment approval.  
	Claims for compensation are subject to the provisions of the Criminal Justice Act, 18 U.S.C. §3006A. Pursuant to paragraph (e)(3) of the Act, payment of compensation exceeding $2,500.00 requires approval by the Chief Judge of the Circuit Court, as well as the presiding District Court Judge.  Explanation of the applicable regulations is in the Guide to Judiciary Policy, Vol. VII, and the District’s “Guidelines for CJA Claims,” available on the Clerk's website at www.azd.uscourts.gov.
	IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the Clerk of Court serve a copy of this Order upon defense counsel only and maintain this Order under seal.
