APPOINTMENT PROCESS

The following guidelines shall govern the initial appointment process of United States
Magistrate Judges in the District of Arizona.

IT ISHEREBY ORDERED upon the court’s appointment of a Merit Selection
Panel, the Chair of the Panel shall schedule an initial meeting to inform the Panel members of
the requirements for selecting a new United States Magistrate Judge and provide each
member with a copy of The Selection And Appointment of United States Magistrate Judges.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED after reviewing the applications submitted, the Panel
shall conduct personal interviews with those applicants deemed to be most qualified. At the
conclusion of the interviews, the Panel shall submit five names to the district judges of this
court for their consideration. The district judges shall interview the five candidates and make
a final selection. All district judges who wish to participate in the selection process are
encouraged to do so, regardless of the division in which he or she sits. The final decision
will require a majority of all district judges eligible to vote under 28 U.S.C.88 296 and 631,

and a majority of the district judges from the division where the appointment will be made, to
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approve a candidate for appointment as a United States Magistrate Judge.
