A Schedule of Collateral (“Schedule”) establishing pre-set collateral that may be forfeited to

the United States District Court should  persons arrested and charged with certain misdemeanor

violations waive an appearance before a United States Magistrate Judge has been adopted under

separate General Order by this Court.  Unless otherwise ordered by the Court, the Schedule may be

amended annually according to the following procedures:

1.  For a proposed amendment to become effective on December 1 of a given year, it must be

submitted to the Office of the United States Attorney for the District of Arizona by April 30.

2.  The United States Attorney will evaluate the request, coordinate with the submitting agency

and affected agencies where necessary, and prepare a recommendation for the Court by September 1.

Comments or objections by any federal agency must be addressed in the recommendation.

3.  The United States Attorney will forward the recommendation to the Chief Judge and Clerk

of Court along with a proposed  General Order containing a complete, updated Schedule.  The proposed

General Order must be in a Word or WordPerfect format and, if adopted, will supersede any Collateral

Fee Schedule previously adopted by the Court.

4. The Court will adopt, modify or reject the proposed General Order by December 1.
