Accordingly, 

 IT IS ORDERED in order to maintain the confidentiality of these Applications and 

Writs prior to execution and service, judgment creditors may submit the Application(s) 

and proposed Writ(s) of Garnishment to the Clerk’s Office in paper form.  The Clerk’s 

Office is directed to issue the Writ(s) in paper and defer electronically filing the 

Application(s) and Writ(s) on the public docket for two business days following the 

issuance of the Writ(s) to give the judgment creditor an opportunity to serve the 

garnishee.  After two business days, the Clerk’s Office will electronically file the 

Application(s) and Writ(s) on the public docket and generate a Notice of Electronic 

Filing.
